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Moss Goes Dutch for New York Design Week

Soho design gallery Moss will present several installations during New York Design Week. Three main exhibitions will feature Dutch designers and workshops, and span four centuries of Dutch design. Representing widely differing approaches to the creation of “functional” objects and furniture, each of these exhibitions speaks directly to changing contemporary notions of art and design.  

Robber Baron, the complete Suite 
tales of power, corruption, art and industry, cast in bronze

In May 2007, Moss previewed the first fully realized piece from the Suite of five elements which comprise Studio Job's ambitious masterwork, Robber Baron. The four additional pieces--Jewel Safe, Table, Standing Lamp and Mantle Clock--at that time as yet unrealized, were presented as drawings. One year later, Moss is proud to present Robber Baron, the complete Suite.

Pyramids of Makkum 

Commissioned by the Rijksmuseum, Amsterdam, to repair their late 17th century Delft flower pyramid--an exuberant, monumental multiple-layer flower vase created in response to Europe's "tulip mania"-- Royal  Tichelaar Makkum, the renowned 16th century Dutch manufactory, spent years researching the long-lost techniques necessary to recreate such a massive and complex composition.

Inspired by that research, Managing Director Jan Tichelaar commissioned four Dutch artists (Hella Jongerius, Studio Job, Jurgen Bey and Alexander van Slobbe) to create contemporary flower pyramids, thereby adding to the noble lineage of this ancient object as well as this ancient manufactory.

ephemeral constructions by Tomas Gabzdil Libertiny

Through this Rotterdam-based Slovakian designer's ingenious intervention, a colony of over 40,000 bees has created Libertiny's remarkable classically-shaped Honeycomb vase. In contrast, his monumental Amphora was cast from seven different qualities of beeswax. Like treasures exhibited in a 17th century noble Wunderkammer, or Cabinet of Wonders, these contemporary artifacts are an exceptional synthesis of nature, science, mathematics and art.

These installations have received generous support from the Mondriaan Foundation, Amsterdam, and the Consulate General of the Netherlands in New York. 

In addition to the three main exhibitions, Moss will feature several other installations:

Landscape: the American premiere of Spanish designer Patricia Urquiola’s fantastical, uniquely sculptural new porcelain, steel, crystal, and textile table service for Rosenthal, Germany, in which tecno-nature themes grow and multiply in an ever-changing progression. 

Witches’ Kitchen: launching Tord Boontje’s new collection of artisan vessels and utensils inspired by the witches and wizards of western lore. Commissioned by Artecnica, and handcrafted in Colombia, Guatemala, and Brazil, the black ceramic cookware and carved wooden kitchen ‘tools’ bridge the gap between alchemy, sorcery, and cooking.

Tom Binns: Hang by the Neck Until: the Premiere of the renowned Santa Monica jeweler’s art at Moss, featuring an extraordinary collection of massive necklaces.

Melissa Dixson: Predators: Dixson redefines the art of taxidermy through her imaginary, Utopian tableaux.

Bloody Hell: Timorous Beasties, the UK studio producing extraordinary hand-crafted  papers and textiles incorporating  contemporary themes into ancient toile designs,  launches their new ‘traditional’ wallpaper with imagery taken from the Iraqi war.

Home Props: In Hella Jongerius’s domestic fantasies, spoons and plates and jugs sprout wings and ears, and birds prey where they will. 

Studio TR: Architectural Models: from his workshop in Bath, England, since 1988 Timothy Richards has been creating his precise, exceptionally beautiful British Gypsum plaster architectural models, incorporating etched brass, white metal, copper, hand-made glass, and gold, where required. Educated in Bath, and having built wooden boats in Greece, worked in pottery, and taught design technology in Bristol, Richards has received commissions for his finely crafted and detailed models from the Royal Opera House, The Victoria & Albert Museum, the Courtauld’s Gallery, Harvard University, the US Department of State, the House of Commons, the Spanish Government, and members of the British Royal Family. Moss will present a collection of his miniature architectural studies, including the Tempietto in Rome, Lutyens Temple in Buckinghamshire, England, the Temple Bar in London, and the Palais Royal, Paris.
